Team Up for Three Builds

Habitat for Humanity of Dane County
(HFHDC) and the Thrivent Financial for
Lutherans Southwest Wisconsin Region
are building homes in Oregon, Stoughton
and Mt. Vernon this year as part of a
nationwide effort to create additional
homeownership opportunities with
low-income families. In 2006, Wisconsin
will have 36 Thrivent Builds with Habitat
homes, more than any other state.

“This is a very exciting partnership

for our affiliate and the families we
serve,” said Brian Miller, HFHDC
executive director. “Because of Thrivent
Builds with Habitat for Humanity
funding, three more families will move
from substandard housing into simple,
decent, affordable homes by the end

of the year”

Thrivent Financial is sponsoring
construction of one side of the duplex in
Stoughton for the Rios Family and one
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side of the duplex in Oregon

for the Brady Family, and a

single-family home for the

Doble Family in Mt.

Vernon. Thrivent Financial

and Lutheran congregation members are
working side-by-side with homeowners to
build the homes. The other sides of the
Stoughton and Oregon duplexes are being
built by HFHDC satellite volunteers in
those communities.

“We appreciate the opportunity to step up
our efforts to reduce substandard housing
in Dane County,” said William Petri,
Lutheran community services specialist—
Thrivent Builds. “Not only can we provide
necessary funding, but our volunteers are
providing the labor force to help families
in need build their own homes.”

Habitat affiliates across the nation were
invited to apply for Thrivent Builds with
Habitat funding. A total of 265 affiliates

including Dane County are receiving
funding based on their ability to increase
local building efforts.

During the four-year alliance with
Habitat, Thrivent Financial intends to
invest a total of $105 million to increase
annual house production by up to 500
U.S. homes per year and more around
the world.

In addition to home sponsorship,
Thrivent Financial has expanded its
Thrivent Builds program by contributing
$1 for every $2 its members donate to
Habitat for Humanity International or to
their local Habitat for Humanity affiliate,
up to a maximum supplement of $300
per member annually.

The Habitat ReStore celebrates 5 years of
successful building material recycling in
September. The ReStore accepts donations

of new and quality used cabinets, lighting and
plumbing fixtures, doors, lumber, flooring,
and windows, and sells these products to the
public at 50-75% off the retail price. Proceeds
benefit HFHDC and annually cover the cost
of two homes. Some donated materials are
used directly in Habitat homes. In addition
to raising funds, the ReStore helps the
environment by diverting thousands of tons
of usable materials away from landfills.

around Dane County. Volunteers who design and build our
homes sometimes wrestle with how to accomplish so much in a
single program. In fact, this description is a guiding “mantra” of
sorts in all 100 countries where Habitat builds around the world.
As consumer culture trends toward bigger, better and more
expensive, HFHDC bucks this trend by proudly and aggressively
building simple, decent, affordable homes.

How, do we define these core principles?

Simple. The average HFHDC home is small by today’s standards,
short on consumer amenities and fancy finishes. Our homes
range from about 950 square feet (2BR) to 1,600 square feet
(4BR) of finished space. In addition, the typical Habitat home
includes 300—-800 square feet of unfinished space. A family can
finish this space after they own the home and have built up
equity. Paint, trim and cabinet finishes are simple and standard
on all Habitat homes. Because families are always first-time

homeowners moving from substandard rental housing situations,

our partner families are always thrilled with the prospect of
purchasing a simple house and making it their “home.”

Decent. The homes Habitat builds in Dane County are simple but

they are not shoddy. In fact, all Habitat homes in Dane County
are built to exacting Energy Star standards. This means that they
are some of the most energy-efficient homes in Wisconsin.
Habitat homes are structurally very sound. They meet or exceed

You will hear theses words repeated often at the Habitat worksites

code and partnerships with gift-in-kind suppliers allow us to
include features many entry-level home builders do not, like
Energy Star appliances and cellulose window blinds. Habitat
homes are also all Green Built certified which means that our
building technology and worksite practices are environmentally
friendly and sustainable.

Affordable. The part of the Habitat model that most people
understand the least is that Habitat homes are made affordable
through Habitat’s unique 0% financing method, not by being
cheap houses. Because we build homes with mostly volunteer
labor and because we take no profit on land development or
home construction, we are able to make homes affordable to
hard-working families earning modest wages, typically between
$24,000 and $42,000. Since its inception in 1987,

HFHDC has extended over $8 million in 0%

mortgages to these low-income families. This

mortgage lending forms a capital revolving Habi
