Thanks to the dedicated staff and the more than 50 volunteers, the Habitat ReStore has raised enough

money to build 15 homes in Dane County since its inception in 2001. Through its deconstruction program

and donations, the Habitat ReStore has saved more than 3,000 tons from going into the Dane County

landfill. That’s 2,700 dump trucks full of trash.

As part of an international movement of more than 500

Habitat ReStores in the United States and Canada, Madison’s

Habitat ReStore started the trend in 2001 and opened the first

Habitat ReStore in Wisconsin. Since then, stores have also

opened in La Crosse, Appleton, Plymouth and Milwaukee.

This past fiscal year, the ReStore hosted a National Conference

for more than 200 attendees representing 34 states and Canada.

The conference focused on all aspects of operating a ReStore

including donations and marketing.

On Sept. 17, 2005, HFHDC
kicked off the construction
of its 100th home. By 2011,
HFHDC plans to have
completed a total of 200
homes.
